Library Lobby Facelift

If you have visited the library recently
you have no doubt noticed the new book-
store-style shelving in the lobby. All of it
was purchased with memorial donations.
The tall unit in front of the check-out desk
was given in memory of Geraldine Rob-
erts by the staff of Nuzzo and Roberts, L.
L.C. and the rest was from a bequest from
the estate of Helma DeFronzo, a longtime
and active member of the Friends of the
Library. The new acrylic DVD shelving
was also purchased with the bequest from
Mrs. DeFronzo.

The shelving is specially designed so
the shelves tilt slightly back and the books
stay up when placed cover-out. The li-
brary’s many fabulous new books can
now be displayed to maximum advantage.

The new DVD shelving replaces the
wire racks we had been using for the last
year or so and allows us to display DVDs
face-out for easier browsing. It also gives
us the space we need to expand this popu-
lar and rapidly growing collection.

A Tribute To Helma
Mrs. Helma De Fronzo had been a
member of the Friends of the Library
Board for many years and was the driving
force behind the Friends book sales until
her illness and untimely death in 2004.
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Helma DeFronzo was born in Norway
and raised in Germany. In addition to her
activities with the Friends, she was in-
volved with garden therapy for the Chesh-
ire Garden Club, was the office manager
for her husband’s law firm and had a com-
mercial pilot’s license.

Helma loved the library and specified
that her bequest be used where it would
most benefit the library. It was a true
pleasure to transform the lobby with the
knowledge that Helma would have greatly
approved.

We will honor Helma DeFronzo, very
fittingly, at the beginning of National Li-
brary Week, prior to the April 15 concert
with a dedication and festive reception.
